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Absences/Tardies

When your child is absent, | will need a written note with the

reason for the absence for my records when he/she returns.

He/She can get his/her work when | receive the note. If you call
in the absence first thing in the morning, | will have work for your child on
his/her desk at the end of the missed school day if you would like to pick it up.
Students have 48 hours after the day they return to complete missed work.

If you have family holidays planned, please fill out the Absence Request
Form in the Office at least a week ahead in order to receive an excused
absence. In the event of a long absence, | will need the approval from the
Office in order to gather work for your child while he is absent. Without an
excused absence form, your child will receive 0’s (zeros) on all missed work
even when they complete the work. Also, your child will receive a “0” (zero)
on all work missed for each day of unexcused absence.

Tests are given on Fridays, unless otherwise announced. We will have
Bible memory verse, Reading, Spelling/Phonics, Language and Math tests. If
your child is absent, please make sure that he/she is prepared to make them
up the day he/she returns.

It is important that your student is on time for school. Be sure to allow
enough time to proceed through the VCS Carpool. Please make sure that your
child is with the class when flag salutes begin at 8:20 a.m. Please check the
Parent Handbook for the list of consequences for unexcused and/or excused
tardies.

Assignment Books/Planners

Everyday each student will write that night’s homework in (\ ;,w
his/her Planner/Assignment Book. Once the homework is

completed, the parents need to sign the book indicating that the

homework is done. Please do not sign if your child has not

completed the homework. Planner/Assignment Books must be signed even if
it says NO HOMEWORK. This way | know that you are informed. It is the
student’s responsibility to show you the book and homework. If it is not signed
three consecutive days, your child will need to serve detention. | will initial the
book everyday and send it home on Fridays.
